Transcribe

This concept involves
understanding that
compositions need to be
understood by others and
that there are techniques
and a language for
communicating them.

+ Use symbols to represent a composition

and use them to help with a performance.

+ Devise non-standard symbols to indicate when

* Recognise the notes EGBDF and FACE on
the musical stave.

* Recognise the symbols for a minim, crotchet

and semibreve and say how many beats
they represent.

+ Use the standard musical notation of crotchet, minim and
semibreve to indicate how many beats to play.

* Read and create notes on the musical stave.

+ Understand the purpose of the treble and bass clefs and use
them in transcribing compositions.

* Understand and use the # (sharp) and b (flat) symbols.

* Use and understand simple time signatures.

+ Use the terms: duration, timbre, pitch,
beat, tempo, texture and use of silence to
describe music.

* Understand layers of sounds and discuss
their effect on mood and feelings.
